Applicant must provide the Title of Submission, Name of
Applicant, and High School/University represented.

Applicant should follow/subscribe to ACE’s social media
(Instagram, YouTube, and Facebook)

The applicants should submit their details, including CV,
Student ID, and/or an official letter from their Institution,
proofing that he/she is currently enrolled with an authorised
stamp/signature.

Submission depicting violence, sexism, racism, or other
inappropriate content such as smoking, drinking, or other
vices, including messaging deemed to advocate curtailment
of the rights of others, will be disqualified.

Submission must avoid plagiaristic contents taken from any
documents or quoting statements without the authors'
consent.
