CAPSTONE

. Students work in a small group overseen by an academic
supervisor

. Students complete a project on behalf of a client

- Module aims to give the students an opportunity to synthetize
and apply their knowledge

« Students will prepare an output depending on
the organisations requirements, for example a
report or a presentation

- Individually students will have to submit a writt
report on their project of 3,000 words
